Community forest corporation donates DVD to Burns Lake library

BURNS LAKE – Burns Lake Community Forest Ltd., the Lakes District’s community-owned forest corporation, today donated a limited production DVD to the Burns Lake Public Library.

The DVD, a 69-minute documentary on community forestry in British Columbia, was produced for the BC Community Forest Association by Asterisk Productions of Victoria. Funded by Western Economic Diversification, the Northern Development Initiative Trust, the Southern Interior Development Initiative Trust, and the Southern Interior Beetle Action Coalition, it profiles six community forests in the province – including the Burns Lake Community Forest.
“We’re pleased to provide a copy of this documentary to the Burns Lake Public Library,” said Grant Conlon, a member of Burns Lake Community Forest Ltd.’s board of directors. “Library patrons who borrow the DVD will gain a valuable insight into community forestry in this province, and a better understanding of the challenges facing our local community-owned corporation.”


Library representatives say they are pleased to receive a copy of the documentary.

“We are always happy to receive donations to the library," said Library Director Elaine Wiebe, “particularly when they contain local content, like this DVD. It will be available to borrow by the middle of November."

Burns Lake Community Forest Ltd., one of the largest and most successful organizations of its type in British Columbia, was founded in December 1998. The company has generated more than 500,000 man-hours of local employment since its inception, and donated in excess of $3.1 million to community organizations in the Lakes District.
